The Street Law Program and the Empowerment for Youth from the Arab Sector Program join forces at the end of the academic year for a series of Mock Trials that are held in the main hall of the Faculty of Law.  The Mock Trial is the closing event of a year during which adolescent participants come to the University once a week for a workshop to learn about the legal system, and their rights and obligations.  The Mock trial is based on a criminal case written and acted by the participants with the assistance of the student instructors. The trials provide an amazing experience for all who are part of the event: the young participants, the student volunteers, institutions who partner with us in the program, the judges and the families who come to watch their kids on stage. I have witnessed many mock trials and yet, each time, I get emotional...

Success Story 1: The Women's Employment Rights Clinic 

In our September newsletter we wrote about the story of Aviva, a single mother with financial difficulties who was sexually harassed by her two male employers.  Aviva developed an exceptional financial dependence on her workplace, and over and above her salary she received bribes in the form of extra food for her kids.  This made her hold on tight to her job, despite all the difficulties she endured.  Aviva suffered non-stop sexual harassment, in all forms, by her immediate boss.  He also tried to persuade Aviva to have sexual relations with him and threatened her, if not, with losing her job.  When Aviva made it quite clear that this would never happen, she soon found herself fired from the job for various 'reasons'...Read more
 

Success Story 2: Shmuel from Sderot
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The "Sderot" Legal Aid Clinic was established 18 months ago in order to provide legal assistance, free of charge, to the people of Sderot. Situated in a conflict area, Sderot's residents suffered many hardships. In addition to exclusion from sources of power and public awareness in Israel, they faced physical danger, property damage, loss of livelihood and more. The lack of legal services and access to justice has prevented the city's residents from exercising their rights... Read more
